The Porter (hotel , apartme nts, and restaurant) was built 
in 1917 under Edgar Seth Porter, who was its founder and 
first president . The address is listed in the directories 
as 501 Townsend , very near the Capitol building in down­
town Lansing . The hotel and apartments were very fancy 
for their time, wit h many a local politician favoring 
these for their accomodations. In the 1940's the hotel 
was converte d for the most part to apartments, and in 1961 
the business was sold and renamed the Capital Park Motor 
Hotel. The exact reason for the issuance of such an 
unusual denominat ion (6¢) on the token is not presently 
known to me .

The following ltstinrs are the tokens of hich lis tin 
were received too late for insertation into the regular textg s 
Many of the pieces listed came from a rather large (1700 tok · 
hoard of tokens which was purchased by Liberty Coins in Apri!ns) 
1992, about thre~ m?nths after the main b?dy of the Lansing of 
merchant token l1st1ngs were typed up . This hoard, which I 
will refer to as the "s lot" hoard apparently all came from 
an old slot machine (or machines) and as found in the walls 
of a house that was torn down in Lansing in 1992 . 

The "slot" hoard contained about 1500 numbered slot mach in 
tokens mostly holed , as well as about 200 tokens with eit her e 
merchant name, or merchant name and city ands ate . The vast 
majority of the tokens in he group were readily attributa ble 
to the Greater Lansing area, wi h Lansing Grand Ledge , an d 
Williamston being he three largest cities · n erms of toke n 
population . Also represented was Detroi w· h about 10 toke ns 
Coleman , Mich , with about 15 pieces, and Grand Rapids, Flin t , ' 
and Saginaw with a few pieces each . The vast bulk of the 
attributed pieces came from Michigan wi h about 25 pieces 
from the deal being from out of state . 

In the group there were about 70 different "maverick" 
trade tokens which did not indicate city and state on the piece . 
About 25 of these were already attributed to various locat ions 
in the greater Lansing area , leaving about 45 pieces which wer e 
not immediately attributable . Of those 45 pieces , close to 20 
were later found to be from Lansing , with virtually all of the 
pieces being issued 1927 and earlier . The collection provi de d 
me with a virtual "time capsule" of tokens with that 1927 
date being very useful in attributing additional pieces . Many 
of the listings here are ones which would have been imposs ible 
had this group not come in intact , as they for the most part 
are attributable based on "circumstantial evidence".

Unfortunately mo st 
of the se to~e~s we:e not issued with anything to indicate their 
place of origin , with many of the tokens simply bearing a number 
and t he face value . ~t her t~kens bear a face value and t he name 
of th e merchant but give no indication that they are intend e d 
for amusement only . Th~se tokens are listed in section 1 of 
t he book u~der the Lansi ~g.merchant token listings. Only one 
early Lansing toke~ qualifies for inclusion in these listings, 
with this token bei ng th e penny arcade token issued by th e 
vaude tte Theatre . 

With the new vi de o game boom there has also come a boom 
in vid eo arcade toke ns . Unfortunately only one issuer has put 
out a token wh~ch is s pecifi cally attributable to Lansing, with 
that issuer being Mark ' s Arc .. Several other video arcade s in 
Lansin g have issued toke ns , including Meijers Thrifty Acres, 
Gumba ll Express, Sears , Chuck E. Cheese, and others. Unfortunatel y , 
none of the tokens from these establishments are distinctively 
Lansi ng in origin, wi th most of these organizations choosing to 
issue the so-called "sto ck" token, which is used in multiple 
loca tions, thus making t he attribution to Lansing or anywhere 
else virtually imposs ible. 

With the decline in the video game boom it is s tartin g to 
appe ar that additiona l issues in the next few years i s not 
terri bly likely. Most e stablishments catering to pinball an d 
vide o game fanciers ha ve switched over to using American co in s 
inste ad of tokens .

The city ?f Lansing as incorporated on February_ 15 , 

1859 and was justifiably proud of its 100 h ann1 ersary h1ch it ' 
celebrated in the late spring of 1959 . The city held its cen . 
tennial celebration from May 24 to June·28 1959 and as a Par t 
of this celebration issued tokens h1ch ere good for 50¢ int 
at stores in Lansing and East Lansing, or redeemable at banks rade 
Lansing and East Lansing . The tokens ere redeemable through >n 
June 17 , 1959 , eleven days before the end of the centennial festivities . 

Lansing ' s centennial tokens depic the ne city hall , buil t 
between February 1955 and May 1958 at a cost of 4 . 5 million 
dollars . Next to the illustration of the ne ci y hall is a 
much smaller log cabin , symbolic of Lansing's pioneer herit age · 
Lansing has been nicknamed the "city in the ores t " by local ' 
author Burt Darling because of its selec ion as the new state 
capital in 1847 when most of the land around he city had Yet 
to even be cleared, let alone settled. The mo tos on the toke n 
"Proud of the past" and "con f iden l of the Fu tu " need not be explained . 

Lansing centennial tokens come in three varieties, made with 
a total of two obverse and two reverse dies. The obverse dies 
are quite similar , but can be differentiated by the size of the 
dates and by where the A in LANSING points. On the First die 
the A in LANSING points directly to the pin PROUO, With the 
dates in small numbers ; on the second die the A points just to 
the left of the P and the date digits are larger. The first die 
broke after striking approximately one third of the tokens needed 
for the celebration , with the second obverse die created to 
replace the first . Unfortunately , the time that it took to cu t 
the second reverse die made the tokens arrive too late to be so ld 
out by the end of the celebration . The second obverse die was 
also mated with a second reverse die bearing the inscription 
YOUNG AMERICA OAY AWARD and was used for making award medals f or 
Young America Day , held on June 23 , 1959 . 

The Lansing centenn i al tokens were used to help finance t he 
centennial celebration , with an issue of over 100,000 pieces 
created , according to A. Dean Watkins of Lansing, who was re ­
sponsible for the creation of the issue . Watkins recalls the 
problems with die breakage on the first die and the delay in 
production on the second die , but has no knowledge of the pro ­
duction of the Young America Day Award tokens . He states that 
the chamber of commerce gave out the remaining tokens over a 
several year period as an i nd ucement to bring new business and conventions to Lansing . 

Lansing ' s centennial tokens are by far the most easily 
obtainable of the tokens issued in the city of Lansing . Liter ­
ally thousands of these tokens are available, with approximate ly 
1/3 of these being number ClDOA, the combination of the first 
obverse and the Firs t reverse die . Approximately 2/3 of the 
Lan sing centennial t oken s ar e #ClDDB , the combination of the 
sec ond obverse and first re ve r s e dies . The Young America Day . 
reverse die has on l y 3 s pec i mens known to collectors , with t his

applications . The solution to the drast·c shor age o smal l 
change was to be filled by the use of the s ·nplater (frac-
tional currency) and the use of the civ ' l ar oken . 

The civil war token , generally issued and accepted at 
its unstated value of 1¢ , came into general c · rculation in la te 
1862 . These tokens , issued for the most part from 1862 to 1864 , 
were to help alleviate the shortage of small change and to prov ide 
a profit for those who issued them . These Pieces contained about 
1/4¢ of copper , and on a wholesale basis hey are said to hav e 
been issued at a cost of about 70¢ per hundred . This gave the 
issuing merchant a profit of about 3/10 of a cen for each piece issued . 

The refusal by some of the merchants who issued the token s 
to redeem them at their unstated face value of 1¢ was one of the 
bigger reasons for the discontinuation of the series and its 
being outlawed in 1864 . By then , the amount of fractional curr ­
ency in circulation and the new issuance of bronze 1¢ pieces was 
to eliminate the need for the civil war token . 

The city of Lansing (1860 population - 3 047) had two 
merchants that chose to issue civil war tokens through their 
establishments . Listings for the two Lansing civil war token 
issuers appear on the next few pages . All known Lansing civil 
war tokens were manufactured by W. K. Lanphear & Company of Cincinnati , Ohio .

Seven ?iffere~t issuers of Lansing encased cents are known 
of tod ay, with a wi?e range of dates observed on the pieces. The 
earlie st known Lan sing encasement is that of Dad's Smoke Shop 
(1907) followed by that of the Hauger-Martin Co. ( 1912-14). After 
this comes the i ss ue of the Botary Club (1939),then Shepard's 
shoes (1946 - 52) , followed by L.O. Mahan (1956), the Greater 
Lansin g Chamber of C?mmerce (1955:70), and finally by the J .W. 
Knapp Co. (1972). Given enough time it appears likely that other 
new i ssues may cro p up, as the pieces are still being manu f ac tured 
and ne w advertise rs are likely to see the long term advertising · 
poten tial of the pi eces. 

The decisi on to list Lansing encased cents in the catalog 
is ma inly due to t he fact that the pieces all have a stat ed 
face value of 1¢ , thus making the pieces monetarily related. 
As a general rule these pieces did not circulate as money, and 
they are really mo re a souvenir item than currency. Listings 
are s imilar to the listings for Lansing merchant token s .

Lansing like the rest of the nation w h "t h db the · f t , as i ar y 
grea t depress on° he 1930's . The state banking holiday de -
claredt?i ~obernor ~~mstocK on February 14, and in theory last -
in g uni e ruary as to have lasting repercussions and 
se nd a s ock . · a e across . the country , eventually resulting in 
the dee arat1on o~ a national bank holiday on March 6 , 1933 . 

The bank holiday of M~rch 6 , 1933 created many hardships 
for local g~vernme~ts , businesses, and individuals nationwide, 
as e~l ~sin Lans ng due to the long term bank closures and 
re str1c ens on _curre ncy a~d gold hoarding. Numerous local 
gov ernmental un sand businesses issued currency and tokens 
to h~lp al i t t~e proble~s caused by the currency shortages. 
Lan sing h h e d fferent issuers of "depression scrip" to 
he lp o il o ·d . 

Th of d preesion scrip in Lansing was Community 
s Inc . , with the first issue of notes 
3 1 13 . This organization , patterned 

ol · s o ganization The Organized Unemployed, Inc ., 
is sued no e n nomina tions of 5¢, 10¢, 50¢, $1 . 00, $5 . 00, and 
$1 0 . 00 . Accord ' ng to one elderl y gentleman that I talked to, the 
notes cou d ea ne by ~orking for the Co-op on a piecework 
ba sis n er e eemable for goods and services at the Co-op . 
Th e no es e e la er used to a limited degree at other businesses 
throughou h c· y . They are today the most common of the Lansing 
de pression sc p ssues . 

The ne · ssuer ·n Lansing was the Lansing Dealer's Association, 
Inc . h'ch · ssued notes ith face amounts of 25¢ , 50¢, $1 . 00, 
$5 . 00 and 10 . 00 start ing on April 7, 1933 . The notes bear the 
facsimile s · gnatures of H. J . Henry , President, and S . R. Dietrich, 
Tr easurer · h he central vignette of the note featuring the 
state capitol . The issue was apparently short lived, or perhaps 
the most ide y redeemed, as it ranks as the scarcest of the Lans ­
ing depression scrip · ssues . The notes were backed by 150 bus­
in esses in the c · ty . 

Last and certa inly not least , were the issues of the city 
of Lansing firs issued April 15, 1933, and bearing face amounts 
of 1 . 00 5 . 00 and 10 . 00 . These notes were issued to city 
employees · n amoun s up to 25% of their pay, and were redeem­
able by the c · y hen used to pay city taxes or for payment of 
elec c at b"lls at the Board of Water & Light, the city
